The Scenarios USA approach of putting gender at the heart of 
English Language Arts, Social Studies, Drama and Health Education promotes higher 
level thinking skills, helps students build confidence in their own voice, changes 
attitudes which are linked to sexual health risk and violence, and improves students’ 
overall educational experience.
